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Few doesn’t want to play Huskies, impregnate Bigfoot

Winds were gusting faster than 30 mph 
in Las Vegas, Nev., but the Washington 
women’s golf team wasn’t complaining. 
Instead, they made it their friend.

“Our whole philosophy was to 
make the wind our friend,” head coach 
Mary Lou Mul�ur explained. “His 
name is Andy. He wanted to come out 
to play today and we played with him. 
We just tried to have fun with it.”

It’s tough to not have fun when 
your team plays the way the Huskies 
did during yesterday’s second round of 
the Las Vegas Collegiate Showdown. 
�e UW had the lowest team total of 
the day, shooting a combined 4-over 
as a team. �ey are in second place 

heading into the �nal round, and are 
only one shot back of leader Arizona.

Despite shooting �ve shots worse 
than Monday, Mul�ur said the team had 
a better overall performance yesterday.

“�e conditions were horrible, and 
it makes it tough to do battle out there,” 
she said. “�ey just played really, really 
solid. It was a team e�ort.”

�ree Huskies are currently 
in the top 10 individually. Junior 
Anya Alvarez, who �red a 3-under 
69 Monday, shot a 1-over 73 and is 
alone in fourth place. Senior Molly 
Aronsson improved from her �rst-
round 73, shooting a 1-under 71, and 
is tied for sixth place.

Junior Karinn Dickinson, who has 
battled a sickness all week, ground out 
a 1-over 73 and is tied for ninth place.

Not far behind is senior Christina 
Yoon, who was plagued with 
con�dence issues earlier this year. Yoon 
started o� slow as she shot a 5-over 41 
on the front nine, but she came alive 

on the back nine, making four birdies 
and �nishing with a 3-over 75.

“She just battled really hard, and 
it was really impressive,” Mul�ur 
said. “A�er what happened at 
Sahalee, I couldn’t have asked for a 
better response. It shows her senior 
leadership and her ability to �gure out 
a way to get it done.”

Sophomore Sadena Parks 
struggled yesterday, shooting an 11-
over 83. �e Huskies will get o� to a 
shotgun start tomorrow at 8 a.m.

Across the country in 
Windermere, Fla., senior Nick Taylor 
was the lone bright spot for the 
Huskies at the Isleworth Invitational. 
Taylor, an All-American, �red a 
�nal-round 2-under 70 and �nished 
tied for seventh overall. �e senior 
�nished in the top 10 in all four of the 
Huskies’ fall events this season.

As a team, the Huskies struggled 
to �nd any rhythm and �nished tied 
for 13th place with a combined 3-day 
total of 65-over. A new course and 

tough Bermuda grass befuddled the 
No.-3 Huskies. 

Seniors Richard Lee and Tze Huang 
Choo �nished at 14-over and tied for 
43rd place. Sophomore Jens Brachet 
replicated his second-round 77 with 
another one yesterday and �nished tied 
for 56th at 17-over. Rounding out the 
group was senior Chris Killmer, who 
struggled all week and ended up 32-
over and tied for 73rd place.

Tuesday’s �nal round was the 
last time the Huskies will be playing 
competitively until February, when 
they will travel to Kamuela, Hawaii 
for the Waikoloa Intercollegiate. �e 
Huskies only won one tournament 
this fall, and few individuals stood 
out with the exception of Taylor. �e 
squad will hope to re�ne its game this 
winter before beginning the spring 
season in 2010.

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When asked about the UW’s recent 
proposal to renew its 
men’s basketball rivalry 
with Gonzaga at 
Key Arena, Gonzaga 
head coach Mark 
Few told reporters, 
“�e chances of that 
happening are about 
the same as Bigfoot 
having my baby.”

Despite the level of success Gonzaga 
has achieved, it is still a mid-major 
school, and in this country, when you’re 
a mid-major, you act like one. You don’t 
see Pac-10 football teams scheduling 
home-and-home games with Boise 
State. Unless you’re Oregon, that is. 

Gonzaga should consider itself 
lucky to have the opportunity to 

play a school like the UW. �is game 
would give Gonzaga a recruiting 
boost in the basketball hotbed of 
western Washington, money from 
playing a big school on television, 
and most importantly, an RPI shot 
in the arm that Gonzaga desperately 
needs. For a team that plays a 

conference schedule as weak as 
Gonzaga’s, to have any chance at a 
favorable seed, they need to pad their 
strength of schedule. Furthermore, 
since Gonzaga has no natural rival, 
it would bring up the energy around 
the program considerably.

For all those same reasons, it would 

be foolish of the UW to play Gonzaga, 
particularly in the home-and-home 
situation Few wants. Scheduling 
Gonzaga only hurts Washington: 
It helps another Washington team 
with recruiting, gaining publicity and 
getting into the tournament. �e UW 
would essentially be propping up 
Gonzaga’s program for them, at a cost 
to itself. �e game has no bene�t for 
the UW; if they win, it doesn’t matter 
because Gonzaga is a mid-major with a 
low RPI anyway. However, if they were 
to lose, in Gonzaga’s gym while playing 
against WCC refs, then the UW would 
lose to a mid-major team.
