WOMEN’S BASKETBALL
UW (62) AT WSU (55)

Despite all of the struggles the
UW women’s basketball team has
gone through this season, it could still
count on a win over rival Washington
State to clean up some of the mess
from what has been a disappointing
season.

The Huskies (7-21, 3-15 Pac-10)
haven’t lost to WSU (11-17, 4-14 Pac-
10) since Feb. 25, 1995 in Pullman.
They continued that winning streak
Friday, defeating the Cougars 62-55
for their 14th straight season sweep
and 28th straight win over their rival.

Freshman Kristi Kingma was
just four years old the last time the
Huskies lost in the Palouse.

“I can’t even believe that,” Kingma
said on radio station 1150 AM
KKNW.

Kingma made one of the key plays
in the final minutes that sealed the
victory for the Dawgs. Down by one,
55-54, with 2:36 to go, she got free and
drained a jumper to give the Huskies
the lead — and the momentum.

Kingma said the situation near the
end of the game was very similar to
what the team worked on in practice
during the week.

“It was exactly what happened in
practice,” Kingma said. “I know that
if I have a smaller defender on me, or
even someone my height, I'm able to
raise up against them, and that’s just
what I did”

Prior to this game, Kingma had
been struggling with defenses keyed
in on her. But she seemed to break
through against the Cougars, scoring
13 points.

“I realized that [WSU guard Katie]
Appleton was a slower defender,
[and] I think I was just able to see the
hole more, make some adjustments,’
Kingma said.

Meanwhile, Washington’s leading
scorer, Sami Whitcomb, felt pressure

from opposing defenses as well and
also made progress Friday, shooting
6-16 from the field and a perfect 4-4
from the charity stripe to lead the
Huskies with 18 points.

“It’s nice to have her back,” UW
head coach Tia Jackson said. “She’s
been struggling a little bit for about
three to four games. She came out
with a chip on her shoulder, and I
guess the entire team did, because
when you’re playing the Cougars, it’s
hard not to have one”

In a back-and-forth game like
Friday night’s grudge match — there
were 13 ties and lead changes —
momentum played a huge role as
the teams went on game-changing
scoring runs.

“[In] the last media time out, the
message in the huddle was, “They just
had their run and that’s it, it’s time for
us to go run ours,” Jackson said. “And
we went back and forth for a while,
and we took off from there”

No. 11 Georgia at the Easton SEC/
Big 12/Pac-10 Challenge, as the
Bulldogs became the first team to
beat Lawrie this season and just the
second team to beat the Huskies.
The first was Alabama Friday.
The Tide, ranked No. 1in the NFCA
top-25 poll, topped the Huskies 6-0
before a record crowd of over 2,600
in Tuscaloosa. But Washington,
ranked No. 1 in the ESPN.com/
USA Softball top-25 poll, turned

around the next day and beat the
Tide by the same score.

Otherthantakingthelossagainst
Georgia, Lawrie was marvelous.
She threw three more shutouts,
allowing five hits and striking out
seven in a 1-0 win against Baylor
to open the weekend. The Huskies
scored the winning run on a passed
ball in the bottom of the eighth.

She also led the Dawgs Saturday
past Alabama and blanked Georgia
2-0 immediately afterward.

Felecia Harris, a freshman, took
the loss Friday against Alabama.
But, she also pitched four scoreless
inningsinrelief of Lawrie yesterday,
finishing the weekend having
allowed six runs in 10 innings.

“Felecia Harris got a lot better as
a pitcher;” UW head coach Heather
Tarr said. “The score against
Alabama didn’t indicate how well
she actually did throw. [Yesterday]
she held off a really good Georgia
team.”

But with Harris in the circle,
the Huskies just couldn’t put any
runs on the board. They managed
just two hits in the loss to the Tide
and had just three against Georgia
yesterday.

Washington (20-2) had its best
offensive output in its win over
Alabama, banging out 12 hits and
scoring six runs. Ashley Charters
went 3-for-4 with a double, a home
run and an RBL

Even while losing for the first
two times this season, Tarr said
that it was a good weekend because
she learned some things about
her team that she might not have
discovered against lesser-caliber
opponents.

“I think we have a better picture
of what we need to work on and
where we need to go from here,
Tarr said. “Competing better at
the plate against better pitching,
executing in certain offensive
situations.”

The UW men’s swimming team
broke 13 school records this weekend
to place fifth place at the Pac-10
Championships for the second time
in history. Stanford won the meet.

None of the Huskies were able
to win their event in the meet,
but their effort did mean school
records falling in the 200, 400 and
800 freestyle relays, the 200 and
400 medley relays, the 500 free,
200 individual medley relay, 100
backstroke, 200 backstroke, 100
free, 200 free, 100 butterfly and 200
butterfly.

Jon Banker, Russ Mahan, Andre
Blyth and Evan Bernier finished
fourth in the 200 medley with a time
of 1:25.81.

Scott Spansail just missed out
on an individual title in the 500 and
1650 free, placing second in both
and losing by a few seconds in each.

Bernier and Banker also fared
well individually, putting Huskies in
the championship finals in the 100
back, 200 back and 100 fly.

Blyth and Erez Fern placed fifth
and eighth, respectively, in the 200
fly to round out championship
placing.

Austin Abbott broke the UW
record in the mile run Saturday at
the UW Last Chance Qualifier to
highlight an afternoon in which
teams get their final opportunity to
send athletes to the NCAA Indoor
Championships next week.

Abbott ran the mile in 3:58.23,
just the third Washington track star
to run it in less than four minutes.

Junior Katie Follett ran the
women’smilein4:38.00,an automatic
qualifying time, to assure her a spot
at the NCAA Championships.
